FAMILY MEDIATION

Legal Aid is available if you wish to use family mediation to help to resolve any disputes that you have
with the other parent over parenting issues including contact arrangements for the children, the general
well-being of the children, over-night stays, the payment of child support and issues over the family home
and finances after a relationship split. Legal Aid will entitle you to free mediation if you are assessed as
being eligible to claim it and if you are working, then this does not necessarily mean that you won’t still
qualify for Legal Aid.

Family mediation can improve communication between parents and puts the needs of the children first.
Family mediation empowers parents to make their own decisions about matters involving the children,

and agreements reached in family mediation can be made legally binding without the parents having to
go to court.
